The article considers the COVID19 pandemic
and anti-epidemic measures implemented at the
state level as macro-stressors for the population.
The conditions and factors of the pandemic situ-
ation that are stressful are listed. An analysis of
the results of foreign and domestic research on
the impact of the pandemic on the mental health
and psychological well-being of people. A num-
ber of mental disorders and psychological states
that often occur during a coronavirus epidemic
are named. Assumptions are made about the
possible long-term negative psychological con-
sequences of the pandemic. The article points
out that the social isolation measures introduced
to slow the spread of COVID19 have increased
the frequency of family conflicts, domestic vio-
lence and lost some of their relatives, friends
and colleagues, and exacerbation of other seri-
ous ilinesses. These people are traumatized by
heavy loss, experiencing grief, despair, longing.
It is known that asthenic emotional reactions are
characterized by a decrease in vitality, organ
function, sensitivity, motivation, slowness, inhi-
bition or even cessation of activity, often leading
to mistakes, failures, diseases and more. Other
types of losses during the pandemic are relevant
for Ukrainians: the loss of opportunities that were
expected and hoped for, the loss of confidence
in the future and the loss of peace. The conse-
quences of experiencing losses are psychologi-
cal deficiency states that destroy the integrity of
the life world of the individual. The results of an
online survey of Ukrainians on their psychologi-
cal well-being during a pandemic and the intro-
duction of quarantine measures are presented.
The study found that one-third to one-half of
Ukrainians feel depressed, anxious, irritable,
anxious, have mood, sleep and / or appetite dis-
orders, have no hope for the future, little joy in life
and no sense of fullness. Conclusions are made
about the significant negative consequences of
the impact of the pandemic and anti-epidemic
measures on the mental health and psycholog-
ical well-being of the people of Ukraine.
