The article attempts to find out the experiences
of parents of junior students related to the dis-
tance learning process during the SARS Cov-2
COVID-19 pandemic. We assume that families
with children of primary school age have experi-
enced a high level of mental stress and discom-
fort. Firstly, children of this age are not capable
of selflearning yet and need parental support;
secondly, parents find themselves in a tense situ-
ation related to the need to provide their children
with proper care while they are at work; thirdly, for
children of primary school age, in most cases, it is
the parents who organize the technical support of
learning (the need for technical support of distance
learning is often complicated by the lack of the nec-
essary number of devices to meet family needs).
The survey was conducted in August 2020 using
Google Forms. In our study we used the method
of respondent-driven sampling (RDS). The study
involved 115 parents of primary school students,
including 105 (91.3%) women and 10 (8.7%)
men. The data were processed using the SPSS
Statistics program. Pearson’s correlation analy-
sis method was used for statistical analysis.

A study of personal experiences of parents
of junior students related to distance learning
during the COVID-19 pandemic revealed mostly
negative experiences during distance learn-
ing, which respondents formulated as “stress,
unbearable, nightmare, horror” (27.8%); ‘it is
hard, work, better at school, difficult, patience”
(23.5%); ‘“unusual, responsibility, experience”
(29.6%). The study revealed Pearson’s correla-
tions with the place of residence, the dynamics
of parent-child relationships during distance
learning, assessment of the process and results
of distance learning, parents’ reactions to difficult
learning situations, as well as the frequency of
verbal aggression used for children. The com-
plex of stressors during a pandemic, against the
background of increasing domestic responsi-
bilities of women during isolation, contributes to
the emergence of negative experiences and the
formation of a negative attitude to the process
of distance learning. Such features of distance
learning experiences of parents also affect the
learning process of children and their mental,
physical and social health. Hostile perceptions of
distance learning, which are also manifested by
appropriate emotions, can be extremely danger-
ous in their consequences: negatively affect the
relationship between parents and children and
become a predictor of negative or even hostile
perceptions of children of the learning process
even after the pandemic.
