The article presents the results of a study of
socio-psychological factors influencing the occur-
rence of loneliness in women living in the tem-
porarily occupied territory. The obtained results
indicate that women-residents of the temporarily
occupied territory have a feeling of loneliness
and the highest level of loneliness is observed in
romantic (partner) relationships. It is also shown
that they are characterized by a feeling of social
and family loneliness, which are due to objective
factors — events taking place in the temporarily
occupied territory of Donbass (hostilities, limited
borders, forced relocation, etc.).

There is a connection between loneliness and
interpersonal relationships related to family and
partner (romantic loneliness), which are due to
tensions and demographic distance between
family members (forced relocation, earnings,
death, divorce).

The connection between loneliness and personal
traits of women-residents of the temporarily occu-
pied territory is revealed, as: loss of meaning of
life, hopelessness, lack of cheerfulness, impossi-
bility of free choice, emotional instability, loss of
self-control, irritability, aggression, discrepancy in
perception of own, which leads to internal con-
flicts and depression.

The connection between loneliness, fear of
being alone and personal reasons and attitudes
regarding the quality of their lives, women living
in the temporarily occupied territory is shown.
Namely, with alienation and isolation, fear of crit-
icism and condemnation from the environment,
loss of self-control, emotional instability, neg-
ative emotions, depression, low self-esteem,
which are the result of actions taking place in
the Donbass.

The connection between loneliness and unmet
needs in interpersonal relationships with a part-
ner (romantic loneliness) and in security (military
action, financial crisis, political uncertainty, etc.)
is revealed.

It is shown that the emergence of feelings of
loneliness is influenced by the following factors:
personal characteristics and personal reasons,
deficit in interpersonal relationships with society,
fear of being alone, subjective and objective
factors.
