The article highlights the features of adolescents’
self-affirmation in the context of their adapta-
tion to middle school. The analysis of available
researches of psychological difficulties of transi-
tion of younger teenagers to the middle school is
carried out. The student's ability to overcome dif-
ficulties, form a differentiated adequate positive
self-esteem and practice (apply) a constructive
strategy of self-affirmation during the adaptation
depends on the interaction of social and individ-
ual factors. Based on the analysis of the litera-
ture, it was found that the success of the transi-
tion is influenced by social skills, academic skills,
parental support, adolescent social network,
type of development, gender, social status and
family resources. The negative effect of the tran-
sition is exacerbated for adolescents who had
psychological problems during primary school.
Successful or unsuccessful transitions from pri-
mary to secondary education can have long-term
consequences, in particular for a young person’s
future achievements. If the initial decrease in
grades after the transition threatens the adoles-
cent's self-esteem and provokes reactions of
aggressive self-defense or capitulation, then the
distortion of self-affirmation becomes probable —
the use of self-denial strategy or dominant strat-
egy. Adolescents can consolidate low self-es-
teem, self-doubt, inferiority complex, the role of
a loser, apply a self-denial strategy, feel lonely,
useless, despised in the community, develop a
tendency to “escape” to the Internet-addiction
and other addictions. Adolescents can, defend-
ing their self-esteem, become aggressive, have
negative feelings about school society, practice
aggressive aggressive-dominant strategy of
self-affirmation, provoke confiicts with the school
community, and compensate for school failures,
seek self-affirmation in antisocial groups. It is also
possible that for some students, the initial decline
in grades after the transition may be a challenge
that will encourage them to assert themselves
constructively, to work hard to succeed.
