The article is devoted to the issue of autobi-
ographical memory (AP) of a person as a spe-
cific mnemonic subsystem. Both experimentally
and theoretically, the study of the laws of AP is an
important task of modern psychology. AP is pres-
ent in every person, and is a very important struc-
ture in maintaining the integrity of the individual.
This type of memory can vary greatly in humans,
depending on individual life experiences. Analysis
of the mechanisms and patterns of AP is impos-
sible without addressing the fundamental aspects
of personality issues and requires consideration
of this type of “personal memory” in the existen-
tial context of whole life. This allows you to open
new topics in the study of personality, including
in the field of view of researchers not only the
specific content of individual AP (children, trau-
matic, displaced or transformed by psychological
protection), but also the general characteristics
of the subsystem AP, which serves as the basis
of personality. According to foreign researchers,
AP is defined as one’s own idea of general or
special events and facts of the past part of one’s
life. Reproduction of autobiographical data can
be almost accurate, partial or even distorted. AP
is often fragmentary and, of course, has nothing
to do with photography; video and other accurate
images. Differences between the actual chara-
cteristics of a recorded event and memories of
it may include distortions of both the temporal
aspect of memories (estimating the duration of
the event and the location of the event on the time
axis) and the content of the event itself. Research
AP is highly significant theoretically, because this
new object of research allows to identify structural
and functional patterns not inherent in other types
of memory, and thus provides an opportunity to
obtain new for psychological science fundamen-
tal knowledge that is directly related to the work of
AP and contribute to answers to questions about
the universality of those laws of memory, which
until now were considered common to all mne-
monic processes of personality associated with
life events.
