The article provides an overview of the results of
empirical studies of social psychological aspects
of persons’ moving into adulthood and ageing.
It is stated that the perception of age is deter-
mined by the socio-cultural context. Changes
in personal identity related to age and physical
condition are part of the process of maturation
and aging. It is pointed out that common stereo-
types about the processes of moving into adult-
hood and aging lead to the association of old
age with physical and cognitive losses, rigidity,
lack of productivity, dementia, weakness, retar-
dation, incompetence, helplessness. Existing
stereotypes about growing up, aging and old
age are reflected in the level of self-perception of
the individual, in particular — age self-perception.
Negative and positive labels about old age affect
an individual's personal caution about their own
process of growing up and aging. Age self-per-
ception of a person is usually more positive than
the perception of other people — members of the
same age group. Comparing yourself to peers
who have experienced a greater decline and
greater loss due to ageing is used by the indi-
vidual as a compensatory strategy for potentially
detrimental effects associated with age-related
decline in self-esteem. Based on the existing ste-
reotypes in society about growing up and ageing,
members of certain age groups can lower their
own expectations and demands, which, para-
doxically, can serve as a basis for increasing their
life satisfaction.
