Research on parenting attitudes towards chil-
dren with special needs can help psychologists
provide better support to such parents, help them
raise a child with special needs not as a disabled
person, but as an ordinary child adapted to life.
The aim of the study was to study the attitude
of parents of different genders to the upbring-
ing of children with special educational needs.
The study involved 62 parents of children with
special needs, including 29 men and 33 women.
To identify the difference in attitudes towards
children with special needs on the part of the
father and mother, using the Student's t-crite-
rion, a comparison was made using three meth-
ods (“Parental Attitude Questionnaire”, “PARI
(parental attitude research instrument) study of
parental attitudes and reactions”, “Parent-Child
Interaction”). Based on the data obtained during
the study, it was found that mothers are much
calmer about the appearance in the family of a
child with special needs, they are more loyal and
accept the child as he is. They do not demand
unconditional obedience from children and try
to control it less, giving them the opportunity
to make their own decisions. Mothers spend
more time with their children and are strongly
attached to them emotionally. They are in emo-
tional symbiosis with their child, and try to protect
it from the world around them, they admire all
the endeavors of the child and perceive his fail-
ures as a coincidence. It is very important that
the mother perceives all the mistakes of the child
as a coincidence, not as a regularity that occurs
because of the “peculiarity” of the child. Fathers
of children with special needs are less likely to
delve into the emotional sphere of the child,
trying to meet only vital needs. The father often
ignores the child’s attempts to express his opin-
ion and considers it incapable of making deci-
sions on their own. He tries, with the help of con-
trol and discipline, to prepare the child for adult
life. Compared to the mother, the father of such
a child shows authoritarianism and demands
obedience from the child, while the mother tries
to resolve everything peacefully by negotiating
with the child.
