For the first time in Ukrainian psychology
of personality, the article reveals the anthropo-
logical ideas of the philosophy of the Roman-
tic era. The author emphasizes that the era
of Romanticism in the history of philosophy
and psychology should not date back to the
traditional Jena or Heidelberg literary schools
but to Immanuel Kant’s publication of “Critique
of Judgment” (1790). Kant asserted the aes-
thetics of the human worldview, deeply ana-
lyzed the emotional component of the human
soul. It is emotionality, according to Kant, that
determines the reflectivity and effectiveness
of human nature. Of course, this view of forming
a romantic philosophical worldview seriously
differs from generally accepted standards.
However, the author is certain: the antinomies
that “ethically fill” human existence, in the end,
are reduced to the dialectical opposition “beau-
tiful vs ugly”. Such pantheistic aestheticism
preceded all ethical concepts and teachings.
It formed a system of beliefs of the creators
of romantic literature and philosophy: emo-
tions — a consequence of the human psyche’s
reaction to beauty or its opposite. Since emo-
tions often acquire explications in creativity,
romanticism, as a cultural paradigm of emo-
tionality, manifested itself primarily through
fine arts, prose and poetry. Another German
idealist philosopher, Friedrich Schelling, also
showed a special interest in the explication
of emotionality. In the brilliant work “Philosophy
of Art” (1802-1803), he classified three stages
of self-awareness: theoretical (study of the
world by man), practical (ordering the environ-
ment according to certain ethical and aesthetic
standards), artistic (creation of a new one).
For Schelling, the philosophical categories
of “theory” or “practice” are only the prepara-
tory stages of human life, which should lead
to a higher stage (creativity and relentless
“creation of new examples of beauty”). Only
a person who is at the artistic stage of self-de-
velopment can be defined as a perfect person-
ality. Its perfection is an understanding of beauty.
However, a simple understanding of beauty is
nothing. Effective and creative understanding
of beauty — everything. In this sense, “artists” are
identified by Schelling with God-Creator. Thus,
the romantic ideal of the individual, with the help
of ethical and aesthetic developments of Kant
and Schelling, was defined as an “active man’”.
This image of an effective person is proposed
to be considered the main psychological principle
of romantic philosophy.
