The article analyses fame as a socio-psycho-
logical phenomenon. It was found that fame
is a multi-component formation caused by the
action of social and personal factors. At the
social level, fame is determined by the time
and place of the event, a coincidence of cir-
cumstances, the intervention or help of others,
information provision, etc., and at the personal
level, the psychodynamic manifestations of the
individual, his cognitive, affective, motivational
properties, characterological features, world-
view attitudes, etc.

It has been established that fame in the con-
ditions of the development of the information
society has acquired a significant instrumen-
tal value, has become a means of self-affir-
mation of individuals and their advancement
in group and social hierarchies. Fame has
become a means of self-affirmation, and in
many cases, it often turns into vanity and arro-
gance. For now, fame is not only a goal, but
also a means for individuals to acquire social
status, social significance, and for some, the
meaning of life.

At the empirical level, it has been, found that high
school students with an external locus of control
and a high level of egoism attach great impor-
tance to fame and want to become famous for
anything. They explain their aspirations by the
fact that fame provides prestige, and the attrac-
tiveness of a famous person makes it a role
model for others to follow. Girls and boys with an
internal locus of control, medium and low levels
of egoism are more critical in their own attitudes
towards the phenomenon of «fame».

An individual's propensity for individualism is
also, significantly correlated with his desire for
fame. On the contrary, an individual’s tendency
towards collectivism provides a selective atti-
tude towards the phenomenon of «fame», and
sometimes a negative perception. This attitude
is due to the belief that the morbid desire for
fame can lead to vanity, arrogance and per-
sonal crisis.
