The article defines the essence of the
phenomenon of distinctive personality behavior.
Approaches to the study of the phenomenon of
“distinctiveness” in psychology are analyzed. It
was determined that there is not a significant
number of works devoted to this concept,
and there is no universal definition of this
phenomenon. In the scientific literature, along
with the concept of “distinctiveness”, the
concepts of “uniqueness”, “identity”, “distinction”,
and “individuality” are used. In the context of our
work, they are considered synonymous.

In  the  psychological dictionary  [4],
distinctiveness is understood as a personality
that differs from others by its natural originality,
uniqueness, originality.

The form of social activity of a person, which
is based on the desire to show a unique
individuality, stand out and attract attention to
oneself, despite social norms and disapproval
by society, was called distinctiveness. The way
of this kind of self-expression, self-presentation,
and behavior depends on the nature and level
of motivation of the individual to achieve the
goal, as well as on his capabilities and abilities.
The level of personal motivation is the desire to
achieve a goal of the degree of complexity that
a person considers himself capable of. People
who have a realistic level of motivation differ
in confidence and persistence in achieving
their goals, compared to people whose level
of motivation is inadequate to their abilities and
capabilities.

Distinctive behavior is manifested in all areas
of people’s life, and in one form or another.
Such manifestations of self-expression are
characteristic of representatives of completely
different cultures, but most often it manifests
itself at a young age of about 35 years, during
a period of high social contacts of a person.
The most vividly distinctive behavior is shown
by those individuals who manage to overcome
within themselves the social restrictions and
norms established in society, which make most
people feel a state of shame or fear.

Distinctive behavior combines the properties
of one’s own character and factors of general
human culture in a unique combination.
At birth, a person is already authentic and
original, has his own special potential of
opportunities. As one matures, under the
pressure of authorities, social instructions
and propaganda, individuality is blurred and
gradually “erased”. Finding one’s originality
and uniqueness among stamps and masks is
the most important task of every individual.
Itis obvious that the desire of people to differ from
others, stand out and show their individuality
in many cases is not the result of any rational
and objective motive, most likely it is explained
by personal characteristics such as: genetics,
temperament, character, abilities, upbringing,
lifestyle, environment, education, culture.
