The article is devoted to analysis of the phenomenon
of political identity. The existent models of political
identity elaborated within the framework of social
economical  approach, cognitive  approach,
personological approach, narrative  approach,
axiological approach, and formation of political
identity in context of socialization approach are
reviewed. Substantive analysis of model of political
identity of R. Smiths is performed. Conceptual
model of political identity based simultaneously
on previous analysis and ideas, embedded in
R. Smiths model is proposed. This model is adopted
for peculiarities of development of political identity of
Ukrainian citizens under condition of social transit,
and provides for allocation of identities on three
levels. The following elements of political identity
were defined in its structure at macro-level: political,
economical, and value constitutive identities. The
following elements were defined in the structure of
political identity at the meso-level: geopolitical and
internally political identities, state-regulative and
market-oriented identities, value-ethnical, value-
cultural, value-confessional, and value-historical
identities. Empirical indlicators, which can be seen
as identities of political identity at the micro-level
are provided. Author plans to perform verification
of this model by analyzing monitoring data, and
by conducting of specific empirical research. It is
expected that it will provide a possibility to specify
contours of proposed conceptual model of political
identity. Further perspectives of research are
connected to exploration of connections between
structural components of political identity and to
specifying trends of the development of political
identity of citizens of Ukraine under conditions of
democratic transit.
