Shame is a multifaceted emotion that plays a sig-
nificant role in both individual and collective con-
texts. Although ancient Greek philosophers such
as Plato and Atristotle briefly mentioned shame,
systematic scientific inquiry into this emotion was
lacking for an extended period. This knowledge
gap can be attributed to various factors, including
the disapproval and denial often associated with
shame, its unconscious nature, and the limited
attention given to shame by influential figures
like Sigmund Freud, who primarily emphasized
guilt. The scientific exploration of shame gained
momentum in the latter half of the 20th century
when scholars began to recognize its importance
and anthropological relevance. Studies emerged
that focused on various aspects of shame,
including its universal nature and the distinct but
culturally influenced ways in which it is defined,
experienced, recognized, and communicated.
Comparisons between Western and Eastern cul-
tures revealed significant variations in the interpre-
tations and meanings attributed to shame. Cultural
and societal norms, as well as individual experi-
ences, shape the understanding and expression
of shame. This article provides a comprehensive
overview of the historical development of shame
studies, with particular emphasis on its manifesta-
tion in Western and Eastern cultures, as well as its
portrayal in visual arts. It highlights notable exam-
ples from fine arts, such as the ancient Greek
sculpture “Aphrodite of Knidos” and the painting
“Awakened by Conscience” by William Holman
Hunt, a key figure in the Pre-Raphaelite brother-
hood. These works exemplify how artists have
captured and represented the essence of shame
throughout history. In summary, this article aims to
shed light on the history of shame research, the
cultural variations in its understanding and expres-
sion, and its representation in visual arts. Through
an interdisciplinary approach, it contributes to a
deeper comprehension of the complexities sur-
rounding shame, encompassing both its individual
and sociocultural dimensions.
