The article discusses the influence of attachment
types on confiict resolution and the development
of romantic relationships. The complex dynam-
ics of romantic relationships are emphasized,
attention is focused on the complex interaction
of psychological factors, perception and individ-
ual characteristics that significantly affect conflict
resolution.

The relationship between the types of attach-
ment and the development of romantic relation-
ships is highlighted, and the influence of each
type on the way of perceiving and responding to
conflict situations is clarified.

It was noted that conflicts in romantic relation-
ships arise for various reasons, including differ-
ences in values, expectations, communication
styles, and external stressors. Typical scenarios
of conflicts in couples are identified, ranging from
financial disagreements to unresolved past prob-
lems, loss of intimacy, disputes over child-rear-
ing or time allocation. Emotional reactions are
characterized: anger, fear, doubt, sadness, joy at
the possibility of a solution, embarrassment, and
uncertainty.

Attention is drawn to the unique emotional reac-
tions of each person to the conflict, which depend
on their past experience, type of attachment and
internalized coping mechanisms. Perception has
been found to play a crucial role in the dynamics
of conflict, and it is influenced by factors such as
threat assessment, avoidance or confrontation
tendencies, emotional reactions, objectivity, and
cultural differences.

To determine the impact of different types
of attachment on the formation and resolu-
tion of conflicts in romantic relationships, an
empirical study was conducted, the results of
which are presented in the article. The study
was conducted using the appropriate psy-
chodiagnostic tools, including 1) Attachment
Type Test (Tais Gibson); 2) TKI Test (Thomas
Kilman); 3) Measure of Romantic Attach-
ment, MIMARA (K. Brennan, F. Shaver). As a
result, differences in the types of attachment
between people in romantic relationships
and those not in romantic relationships were
found.
