The article considers the problem of the
formation of a teenager’s identity and the
role of emotional autonomy in this process.
It is shown that the desire of a person of this
age for autonomy is a necessary condition for
the healthy development of identity. Foreign
studies of the peculiarities of the formation
of autonomy depending on the interaction
of a teenager with parents, the type of family
relationships are analyzed. In conditions of
low family cohesion, insufficient closeness to
parents, a high level of autonomy is formed.
At the same time, such teenagers may have
low self-esteem, a feeling of insecurity due
to the lack of support from loved ones. In
families with strong relationships, —active
support and care of parents towards the
child, autonomy will develop less intensively.
Such teenagers will have a moderate level
of autonomy, but will experience the gradual
separation from their parents less painfully,
they will not feel rejected. If the upbringing
method is authoritarian, too close attention
and control over the teenager, which inhibit
Separation, can lead to the fixation of the
child’s identity in the diffuse stage.

In addition to the family environment,
autonomy is based on self-acceptance, self-
respect, belief in one’s own capabilities,
an attempt to live according to one’s own
values, activity, and resistance to external
influences. For most adolescents, the desire
for independence is necessary both for
growing up and for managing one’s feelings.
Autonomy contributes to the development
of identity, a sense of ability to control one’s
life, and reducing adolescents’ dependence
on their parents lays the foundation for
individual independence. At this age, identity
is realized through self-acceptance, conscious
decisions about one’s own value position in
society, role choices, and the experience of
group affiliation. Personal identity is based
on self-determination in uniquely individual
categories:  physical, intellectual, moral
qualities, and social identity is based on self-
determination through belonging to specific
social communities. The formation of a holistic
identity requires a moderate separation of the
adolescent from his parents, the development
of emotional autonomy in conditions of
sufficient closeness and support in the family.
