The article provides a theoretical analysis and
justification of the psychological features of
personality attachment. The main concepts
that explain the mechanisms of attachment
formation, its adaptive functions and role
in the psychological development of the
personality are investigated. A theoretical
analysis of approaches and concepts of
attachment to the definition of attachment
and its formation in ontogenesis is carried
out. The following theoretical approaches are

distinguished — classical:  psychodynamic,
evolutionary, ~ humanistc ~ and  modern
approaches —  neurobiological,  affective,

dynamic. Three aspects of attachment are
distinguished, which form the leading trends in
the study of this phenomenon — the dynamic
aspect, neurobiological and the aspect of
emotional regulation. It is determined that
modern personality research emphasizes
the key role of attachment in the formation
of emotional regulation and social ties. The
aspect of vulnerability (diathesis) is highlighted,
which is an important marker of attachment.
It has been established that the concepts of
attachment are complementary, although some
aspects may conflict. The main psychological
features of attachment that affect the style
of interpersonal relationships and adaptive
mechanisms of the personality have been
identified. The stages of attachment formation
in ontogenesis, starting from early childhood to
adulthood, have been outlined.

The value of attachment is becoming
increasingly important in the modern context of
social changes and the growth of stress factors.
The impact on personal development is a kind
of continuum and can have both positive and
negative effects. Attachment is a dynamic
process that changes under the influence of life
experience and adaptive mechanisms of the
personality. It determines emotional stability, the
level of social trust and the ability to maintain
close  relationships. ~ Modern  approaches
consider attachment as a multidimensional
phenomenon that includes psychological, social
and neurobiological aspects.
